The Brigham Bowmen will be holding an Indoor F.I.T.A. League in the Bowery Beginning November 1st thru the 26th of December.  It will consist of 2-member teams shooting a F.I.T.A. 300 Round score (colored targets) once a week for eight (8) weeks.  It will be handicapped (handicap calculation explained below.)  It will be a Full round-robin competition dependent upon the number of participating teams, so you may compete against more than one team with each weeks score (luck of the draw!)  You may set up your own team or you will be paired up after registration is complete November 14th.  Cost is $20.00 which pays for a new target and one nights shooting for score per week, with a money pot to be divided as per the NFAA money purse distribution table between the competitors.  Additional rules are:


You may shoot your score any night that the range is open, but once you start to score you must finish in consecutive ends (except for equipment failure which must be reported immediately to the Lane Captain and they will direct you in the procedure to follow, and a rest between games) be sure to allow yourself time to complete the round prior to range closing time, No Exceptions!!


Obtain your target from the Lane Captain and let them know that you will be shooting for score.


Observe ALL range safety rules and procedures and be observant that recreational shooters will also be present.


You may shoot either the F.I.T.A. Single spot or three (3) spot (white background) or the Vegas face (three spot with gray background), your choice.


We will be using “outside in” scoring:  an arrow need only touch the scoring ring to score the higher value


Arrows must be scored by a non-team member, scoring disputes will be drawn to the attention of the Lane Captain whose call will be final!  Turn your scorecard in to the Lane Captain who will check your scorecard for completeness and initial it.


Do Not touch your arrows until after they are scored!


Our Scoring software will not allow make-up scores, but will allow you to pre-shoot a score.  If you are not going to be able to shoot a score during the week, you must shoot ahead.  Notify the Lane Captain of your intent and make sure you mark your scorecard appropriately!


Handicap Method:  Will be based on your last 4 games (2 weeks) scores, therefore not available until the 3rd week of competition.  We will be using an individual handicap (80% of the diference between your average score and perfect.)
